2. ADVERTISING

2.1 
The Regatta is a Category C event.

3. ELIGIBILITY and ENTRY

3.1 
The regatta is open to all Javelin Class boats holding a valid Measurement Certificate.

3.2 
The helm and crew shall be financial members of the Western Australian Javelin Class Association.

3.3 
All competitors (except overseas crew) shall present their current YA Silver Membership card when registering for the Regatta.

6. MEASUREMENT

6.1 
Each boat shall produce a valid measurement certificate at registration.

6.2
All competing boats are expected to comply with the Rules of the Javelin Class. 
6.3 
Measurement and safety checks during the regatta may be made at the discretion of the Race or Protest Committee.

7. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

7.1
Sailing Instructions will be available at Registration
8. RACING AREA

8.1
Courses will be laid in the vicinity of the EBYC. Two alternative course areas may be utilised. These are described in Attachment “A”.
9. COURSES

9.1
The courses will be described in the sailing instructions. They shall consist of windward and return legs with a gate. 
9.2
The number of laps constituting each race will be signalled by displaying a pennant flown from the Start Boat
10. YARD FACILITIES FOR BOATS

10.1
Javelin class will be assigned a grass rigging area on the northern section of the lawn in front of the clubhouse. Additional rigging areas will be provided if required. Ample beach launching is available close to the boat park. 
11. SCORING

11.1 
The Low Point scoring system, Appendix A.4 will apply 
11.2
Four (4) races are to be completed to constitute a series.

11.3 
When fewer than six (6) races have been completed, a boat series score shall be the total of her race scores.

11.4 
If six (6) or more races have been completed, a boat series score shall be the total of her race scores excluding the worst score she is able to discard. 

11.5 
Points for any results based on handicap will be determined in accordance with 11 and each boats handicap calculated using the finishing times of the boats first three races.

11.6 
Any boat that finishes in the first three places in the state championship will be ineligible to be awarded any handicap prizes.
12. TROPHIES


Trophies will be awarded to skipper and crew as follows:
· Overall Winner

· Overall second

· Overall third

· Handicap winner

· First Junior

· First Woman

· Winner invitation race
Prizes will be awarded to winning skipper and crew of each heat.

13. INSURANCE COVER

13.1
All competing helmspersons shall have Third Party Liability and Public Liability insurance cover of not less than AUD$5,000,000 (recommended $10,000,000) for any one accident. By signing the Entry Form, helmspersons are deemed to have made a declaration that they have such cover.

14. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

14.1 
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta. 

15. PROTEST MEDIATION

15.1
Protests arising from participating in this regatta shall be subject to mediation as detailed in the sailing instructions.

16. RADIO COMMUNICATION

16.1
Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones
17. RIGHT TO USE NAME & LIKENESS

17.1 Competitors automatically grant to the organizing authority without payment the right in perpetuity to make, use and show any text, motion pictures, video and still pictures, as well as live, taped or filmed television of, or relating to, the Championship.
